This cruise season will see a total of 13 cruise ships visit between October and April, bringing more than 18,700 visitors to Albany.

EVERYTHING YOU NEED TO KNOW ABOUT THE 
UPCOMING CRUISE SEASON

Q: Where can I meet someone arriving on a cruise ship?
A: Southern Ports provides a free shuttle bus service for cruise ship 
passengers which stops in the centre of town. We recommend you 
arrange to meet passengers in town or at the public parking outside 
of the port, as detailed below. If there are special circumstances which 
prevent passengers from being able to catch the shuttle bus, please 
contact Southern Ports – Albany on 9892 9000 to discuss alternative 
arrangements at least 48 hours prior to the ship’s arrival.

Q: Where can I view cruise ships from?
A: Arrival and departure of cruise ships can be viewed from Marine Drive 
or the boardwalk. There is a public carpark adjacent to the public boat 
ramp. Please note, there is no parking allowed along Princess Royal Drive. 

Q: Can I go on board a cruise ship?
A: No, there is no public access to the port to view, or board cruise ships 
due to Federal Government security requirements. The security zone at 
the port restricts who can enter the area, and there is a local security 
company who assists Southern Ports meet those requirements.

A restricted area of 80m off the Port’s berth is permanently in place. 
In order to meet Federal Government security requirements, an 
additional Exclusion Zone is in place at berths 1, 2 and 3 out to 100m 
whenever a cruise ship is alongside. All other vessels and watercraft 
are prohibited from entering this zone, which extends 100m from the 
berth face. Penalties apply.
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
